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I-35 CapEx Update

As has been often mentioned, Cherrywood’s engagement in and
response to the [-35 CapEx Central project is a marathon, not a sprint.
As TxDOT inches closer to submitting its final design alternatives for
environmental review, we wanted to update neighbors on the project’s
recent news and remind you of CNA’s advocacy efforts, to update you
on CNA’s evolving position, and remind neighbors how to stay (or
become) engaged.

Amegaproject like CapEx typically has a lifecycle of five phases: (1)
planning, (2) preliminary design and environmental review, (3) final
design and right-of-way (ROW) acquisition, (4) construction, and (5)
operation. For the last few years, Cherrywood residents and the CNA
have been deeply engaged in the first half of stage two, submitting four
response letters to
TxDOT and City _~
of Austin officials
(find  them on
Cherrywood.org/
Resources/1-35).
CNA reps have had
numerous  meet-
ings with TxDOT
officials, who
have presented a
good-faith  effort
to at least hear the
neighborhood’s
concerns.

CNA recog-
nizes there are other orga-
nizations calling for changes and improvements to the CapEx project.
We acknowledge the important work of groups like Reconnect Austin
and RéThink Austin, which have been consistently advocating for
higher-level reenvisioning of the entire project.

CNA has struck a measured tone in its response to TxDO'T alter-
natives, making a strong case for reducing the highway footprint and
mitigating ROW expansion into Cherrywood, pushing for a boulevar-
ded frontage road, and encouraging extension of highway “caps” as far
north as Airport Boulevard. Although CNA has seen small gains from
our letters, we continue to believe that Cherrywood is being unduly
ignored, not only by the project on the whole, but also by the concentra-
tion of highway caps in the downtown area.

The Cherrywood section is arguably the densest residential section
along the CapEx corridor. The half-mile section between 32nd and
38 1/2 Streets is exactly the type of area that should be fully capped.

With the west side of the highway seeing significant development of
new high-rise condominiums in recent years, population density in the
area is increasing rapidly. What better way to alleviate the highway’s
impact on folks who live in the city than to create a highway deck park
like Dallas’s Klyde Warren Park? But, TxDOT’s current plans do not
accommodate any such creative element, rather they add more lanes
and additional access ramps between 32nd and 38 1/2 Streets, effec-
tively preventing the section from ever being decked. We believe there
is still opportunity within the Caplix process to be creative and add an
iconic, person-oriented element to this project. While City of Austin
officials have been largely unresponsive to CNA’s calls to mitigate the
impact of the 1-35 highway project on our neighborhood to date, CNA
will turn up the vol-
ume on advocacy
for the same cre-
ative solutions
City officials are
promoting in the
downtown area.

Facilitating
a deck in the
Cherrywood  sec-
tion is a win for all
involved: city offi-
. cials will showcase
their commitment
to improving qual-
ity of life for those
who live in central Austin;
TxDOT can demonstrate it prioritizes people and innovative trans-
portation solutions; and urban-core residents will have access to a
highway deck that could provide seriously needed open space. A deck
in this area would also benefit the broader Austin community by reduc-
ing noise, mitigating air pollution, and reinvigorating a largely unreal-
ized central commercial area.

Please join CNA at the upcoming general meeting on June 1 to
continue the discussion of CNA’s vision that decking the half-mile seg-
ment bordering our neighborhood is a critical public good, not only for
Cherrywood residents but for the city of Austin and all its residents.

Updates and Quarterly Meeting

The redbuds came and went quickly this year,
as did the mystical season of “spring”, and all
as the pandemic lingers on. Time seems to be
loosening as a dependable frame of reference,
so you would be justified in annoyance that
even the dependable quarterly Cherrywood
General Meeting schedule got bumped a
couple weeks. Justraise a glass to the universe
and join us on Wed, June 1 at 6:30 pm.

We'll be back in-person at Cherrywood
Coffechouse for this meeting. We'll have
updates on the 1-35 renovation project
and solicit additional issues important to
Cherrywood residents as we plan ahead for a
candidate forum in the fall for the next Mayor
and District 9 Councilperson who will repre-
sent us.

At the last General Meeting in February
2022, we welcomed our State Rep. Sheryl Cole
and a presentation from Austin Police Dept
representatives on property crimes. APD reps
also addressed two incidents occurring just
the week before the General Meeting — car
break-ins leading to an attempted mugging at
gunpoint, and a spew of hateful flyers. While
the car break-ins/mugging case was success-
fully closed, there is no resolution on the fly-
ers, but neighborhood leaders do not believe it
should go unaddressed (see page 6).

In February we also revisited the 4th let-
ter from Cherrywood to TxDoT regarding the
[-35 CapEx renovation project (see cover arti-
cle and available at cherrywood.org). We also
reported out on the 2021 holiday fundraising
campaign, and ratified the 2022 neighborhood
association budget (see meeting Feb meet-
ing minutes also online). And we discussed
updated listserv guidelines which are now sent
out monthly as a gentle reminder.

The last several Steering Committee meet-
ings (open to all, monthly on the 2nd Wed)
featured speakers on the Art-In-Public-Places
project coming to the Pharr Tennis Center,
a matching donation during Amplify Austin
for Patterson Park, and a presentation about
proposed changes in the classification of sev-
eral streets in the Austin Strategic Mobility
Plan update, which we’ll share out again at our
meeting on June 1. Materials from these pre-
sentations are available on request.

Remember to check in on your neighbors
during the heat waves like we had in early May
and expect to have this summer, and on those
who may still be avoiding in-person gatherings
for their own reasons — never hurts to knock
on a door to say hi or leave a note with an offer
to help if needed.
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All of these issues (and more!) are threaded
on the cherrywood.groups.io list so you
oughta join that if you haven't already, and if
any of these issues pluck a particular tune for
you, please let us know via email below or the
Cherrywood Facebook page.

Red Swing Project Anniversary

Perhaps you remember the day in 2007 when
the Red Swing appeared, hung from a just high
enough pecan branch at the intersection of two
footpaths in the Willowbrook reach. Maybe
ask Judy Birdsong, she might know something
about how the 2x8 came to be drilled with one
half-inch hole offset one inch from ecach edge,
painted a warm primary red designed reach
into the earliest of our childhood memories,
looped through with retired high strength
climbing rope and finally slung over a sturdy
horizontal member to create the swing.

It could have been that you were in New
Orleans, in the area of St. Bernard Parish, in
the first years after Katrina, when you noticed
the bright Red Swing, floating in an archway,
flying piloted by smiling neighborhood chil-
dren.

Or maybe you were wandering on one of
the small foot paths in the Parque Giiell near
the Mirador de '’Adria when you came upon a
grandmother being pushed by her grandchil-
dren on a bright Red Swing hanging from one
of Gaudi’s oaks.

I recently spoke with the person behind
the Red Swing project, seated on the wood
and steel bench that was installed close to the
radius of the Willowbrook Reach Red Swing.
“What's here now is not what I did.” The swing
has been rebuilt and maintained over the last
fifteen years and that is typical according to
the founder. “If people love something, they
will put love into it.” According to the founder,
the Red Swing in our greenbelt survived as
long as it has due to the “in-between” nature
of the reach, being governed primarily by the

neighborhood with little official city oversight.
Between sips of Topo Chico, the founder
recounted how they installed a swing in the
middle of the day in Washington Square
Park, only to see the infamous NYC Parks
Department strike it down less than 24 hours
later. “This is the most fulfilling work I have
done. I enjoy the engagement. Even a deinstal-
lation is an engagement.” The founder wishes
to remain anonymous. They see themselves as
a catalyst to a larger project meant to inspire
others to action to bring wonder out of the
everyday. See for yourself next time you are
walking the greenbelt or find yourself on the
grounds outside the Menil Collection or at
www.RedSwingProject.org.

The Austin Transportation Department has begun construction on Phase 2 of the
Cherrywood Neighborhood Bikeways project. The improvements are designed to provide a
comfortable route for people walking and bicycling to, from, and through the Wilshire Wood,
Delwood, and Cherrywood neighborhoods. Once complete, this portion of the project will
connect the All Ages and Abilities Bicycle Network across [H-35 from Wilshire Boulevard
to Clarkson Avenue and East 43rd Street.

This project is the result of a public process that began in 2019. Public comment periods
on draft project designs were held in Fall 2019 and Summer 2020. Diagrams of the final
designs for Cherrywood Road and the intersection of Wilshire Blvd / Scheiffer Ave are
available online at https://www.austintexas.gov/page/cherrywood-bikeways.

Willowbrook Reach

Spring is in full bloom in Willowbrook Reach!

Walking and Parking Safely in Cherrywood

As Austin grows to be a more and more dense urban city, how we walk
and parkin the streets becomes more and more important with respect
to the safety of drivers, bikers and especially pedestrians. Over twenty
years ago, in a well planned Visioning process, “Safe Walkable Streets”
was identified as Cherrywood’s overall highest ranking goal. That goal
has been reaffirmed by both Steering Committees and the General
Membership several times in the years since it was first established.

Safe Walking in Cherrywood
Walkingin the streetis perfectly legal when there is not an accessible
sidewalk available and, in fact, many Cherrywooders prefer to walk in
the street, even when there is a sidewalk available, especially on streets
that are not corridors (although, technically, state law says that if there
is an accessible sidewalk available, you must use it). But when there is
no accessible sidewalk available, the only choice is to walk in the street.
When walking in the street, the law requires and best practices
dictate that pedestrians should walk facing the traffic; i.e. walk on the
left side of the street. There are several reasons for this, among them:

»  Pedestrians (especially when in a group and/or with dogs on
leashes) do not have to negotiate with oncoming pedestrians
when those, too, are walking facing the traffic (i.e. on their side,
across the street)

*  Encounters with oncoming vehicles are safer, night and day and
especially in this day of super quiet vehicles, when the driver
and the pedestrian can see one another as they approach; i.e. the
pedestrian does not have to look over their shoulder to sec if a car
is coming.

* Inthe daytime eye contact between peds and drivers is more eas-
ily made when the ped is walking facing the traffic.

e When walking with dogs on leashes it is much easier to have a
pleasant, safe—encounter with others walking with their dogs.

Safe Onstreet Parking in Cherrywood

With more and more Cherrywood changes in code allowing Short
Term Rentals, more dwelling units per lot and more tenants per dwell-
ing unit, one result is a lot more cars parked on the street. With more
pedestrians, bikes and cars on our streets, there are a few basic rules
(some of which are documented in State law (refer to Title 7, Chapter
545, Section Title 7, Chapter 545, Section 404) which, if followed, can
make our streets more friendly and walkable:
«  Parkclose to the curb, right wheel to curb.

o Itisillegal to park farther than 18” from curb, and it makes the
street even safer if one parks as close as possible to the curb thus
leaving more space in the street for cars, bikes and pedestrians in
the street, and allowing passengers to disembark directly onto the
sidewalk or other surface beyond the curb.

Clark graduated from Huston-Tillotson University in East Austin
in 1958 after a tour of duty in the military. IHe earned a master of divin-
ity degree from the Episcopal Theological Seminary of the Southwest.

Throughtheyears, Clarkworked asateacher;aTexas Rehabilitation
Commission program specialist for alcoholism, chemical abuse and
mental health programs; an equal opportunity coordinator for the
Rehabilitation Commission; and served as director for the commis-
sion’s civil rights office.

He then turned his efforts to the church, where he worked as pastor
at St. Mary’s Baptist Church in Pflugerville and Sweet Home Baptist
Church in Round Rock.

Clark joined Mt. Zion Baptist Church in March 1970, and helped
lead the congregation through growth: from the move to its current
East 13th Street location to the construction of the Family Life Center,
which when completed will be a place where parishioners and commu-
nity members can gather for education, worship and support services.

After 51 years of service, Clark retired and was named pastor
emeritus in June 2021. He was also involved in local and national
organizations, including the NAACP, Boy Scouts of America and Big
Brothers Big Sisters.”

The drone of Airport Blvd traffic, never-ending construction
on Manor Road, and occasional crime on or near our blocks are
reminders of the growth, change, and inequity that defines life in
Central Austin in 2022. At our corner of Cherrywood, we've cre-
ated a tiny oasis of beauty and calm amidst the chaos of a booming
city, and the chaos of life.
